· Survey Tools in laminated sleeves
· Opportunity Guide (Chester County has a book noting all resources available in the community)
· Charting the Life Course Tools
· IM4Q Brochure
· Pens/Pencils
· Hand Sanitizer
· Wipes
· Employee Forms (Time Sheets, Mileage Forms, Expense Reimbursement)
· Envelopes for receipts
· Picture Communication Cards (Cards are included with the packet of material from this session)
· Zoom information (Logging into Zoom, and coaching participants to help them log into Zoom.)
· Major Concern Process
· Consideration Materials (forms developed by local programs, tip sheets, etc.) 
· CPS Question Sheet (A sheet showing the possible responses to the question.)
· Inclusion Question Sheet (A sheet showing the possible responses to the question.)
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
